1. Be familiar with all terms and concepts used in the unit (  (see below)
2. Give your opinion of what the three most important Hindu beliefs are and explain why you think this. 
3. The Hindu concept of God: some say that it is monotheistic, while others say that it is polytheistic.  And of course, some would even say that it is monistic.  Explain what this all means! What is your opinion? Is Hinduism monotheistic or polytheistic?
4. Symbols play an important role in most religions.  Explain how the “Om” and Swastika symbols are important in Hinduism.

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Explain your understanding of each of these sayings and explain how each reflects Hindu teachings.

6. What are the positive aspects of cultural relativism as a way to view (and/or study) different religious traditions?
